· He had an over whelming welcome by the people, who laid their clothes down for him to pass and waved palm leaves to him.
· He went to Jerusalem on a colt.
· He went to Jerusalem to prepare for his death.
· The time for Jesus’ death had come and so he organized the last supper with his disciples.
· Jesus asked his apostles to organize bread and wine for the last supper.
Events of the last supper
· Jesus’ told his disciples that his last hour had come.
· He predicted his betrayal by Judas Iscariot.
· Jesus washed his Disciples’ feet as a sign of love and forgiveness.
· He then blessed the bread and wine and served it to them.
· He said that the bread was his body that he was giving for the forgiveness of man’s sins.
· The wine was a representation of the blood being shade for our sins.
· Each of the apostles was given to eat and drink the bread and the wine.

1. After the last supper the following morning the Roman soldiers had preparedwith Judas Iscariot to arrest Jesus Christ.
1. Jesus had gone with some of his disciples to pray in the garden of Gethsemane.
1. He prayed very hard that his sweat fell down like drops of blood.
1. God sent his angels to encourage him before his death.
1. Soldiers arrested Jesus while he was praying in garden.
1. They mocked him.
1. Peter got angry at them and cut off one of the Roman soldier’s ear. 
1. But Jesus miraculously put it back 
1. Jesus was presented before Pilate. 
1. Pilate said he was innocent but the crowd  wanted him sentenced to death  instead of the criminal Barabbas
1. Jesus was taken to Golgotha for crucifixion.
1. Jesus was crucified and before he died he asked his father to receive his spirit.   On the cross Jesus’ was put between two criminals.  They were both thieves, one of the thieves repented and asked Jesus’ to remember him when he was in paradise.
1. During the trial of Jesus’ Simon Peter denied Jesus Christ three times. 
1. Jesus’ was crucified for our sins.  We remember in death on Good Friday.

1. The earth  shook and rocks splited
1. The tombs opened and the dead rose back to life.
1. Many people were frightened and repented their sins immediately. Including the centurion who was keeping Jesus on the cross said he was truly the son of God.
1. Jesus’ body was buried by Joseph of Arimathea in the tomb. 
1. A stone was rolled onto the tomb and guards were put at the tomb to guard the tomb.

1. While in the tomb, an angel of God appeared to them and told them not to look for the living from the dead.  That Jesus’ had risen from dead.
1. They then went out and told the rest of the disciples.
1. They all believed the message except Thomas, who doubted the resurrection of Jesus’.
1. After Jesus’ resurrection, the guards gave a report to Pilate about Jesus resurrection 
1. On the other hand, Mary the mother went to the tomb that early morning. However, they did not find the body of Jesus. It’s in the tomb ……….but found two young men who told them that Jesus they were looking for was not in the tomb. 
1. Jesus appeared before Mary Magdalene  first then to his eleven apostles and lastly left for Galilee ahead of them 
N.B: Thomas was the apostle who doubted the resurrection of Jesus Christ the teacher. 
We remember the resurrection of Jesus on Easter Sunday every year. 

The importance of Jesus’ death.
· Jesus died on the cross to pay for sins and to save us from eternal death.
· We receive the forgiveness of God when we ask him to forgive us and believe on his son Jesus’ Christ.

In Islam, Moslem worship Allah through Prophet Mohammed.  They go for prayers on Friday   Prophet Muhammad is said to be the last prophet in Islam
Adam was the first prophet.

1. Wudhu involves washing our body parts like the face, hands, legs, ears, mouth and even the anus.

1. Hajji is a Moslem man who has even visited Mecca whereas Hajat is a woman.
N.B: Moslems face the Qibra when praying (Kaaba)
