Together with his sons: Shem, Ham and Japhet, they built the ark day and night for sixty 

days until it was completed as the last day struck midnight.

God sent floods that destroyed all people, animals and plants that were not in Noah’s ark. 

Floodwaters covered all treetops, mountain peaks and roofs of buildings and killed the 

people who had escaped to higher points to survive the floods. Noah, his family, the 

selected animals and plants survived because the ark was able to float of the floodwaters.
