	My uncle, Budoto Tom is a carpenter in Seeta town.  He makes furniture and sells it to get money for his children’s school fees and food at home.  There are many wooden beds, chairs and tables ready for sale at his place of work. My uncle has been of great value to schools around because he supplies them with desks, benches and tables.

	“One must be able to make measurements in order to produce good furniture” he says adding that Mathematics is a very vital subject in carpentry.

	My uncle uses many tools at his workshop to make furniture out of timber.  “I need a plane to make wood smooth.” He tells me, “I then need a saw or blade to cut wood into pieces,” he goes on to say.  When my uncle wants to join the wood piece, he uses a drill to make holes in the wood.
	“Before you make any furniture, a good carpenter must think about the type of wood.  There is what we call soft wood and hard wood,” uncle tells me adding that long lasting furniture is made from hard wood.  Soft wood is used for making temporally boxes.  Uncle showed me a variety of tools that he uses in carpentry.
